The 
parish is now well aware, but our visitors may like to know 
that our Church was built in 1962 and while the roofs have 
served us well up to now, they are now, not surprisingly, 
showing wear and tear. The flat roofs, of which there are 
six, are failing dramatically. This year, 2024, is the Jubilee 
Year of the church.
